Installing the SQL Server ODBC driver for Tynedale Software
Setting up the ODBC client.

Select the Data sources ODBC in the Administrative tools in the control panel.
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Click on the System DSN tab and then Add.  Its important to use System and not user otherwise you will need to set up the ODBC for each possible User login on that PC.
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Scroll down the list and double click on SQL Server.
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The name and description must be entered in upper case as SQL7    You also need to select the SQL server from the drop down list.

Click on Next.
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Select SQL server authentication, change the logon id to be SQL user login.  You may need to change the client configuration to TCP/IP.

Click on Next.
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Click on Change default database and select TCSDATA.

Click next.
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Select Perform translation and use regional settings.

Click finish and then test.

Installing the CD.

Run the Setup.exe and follow wizard.  When complete you should have a shortcut on the desktop called TYNEDALE or NHS.  Double click on shortcut and the system should log onto the SQL server and prompt you for a user name and password.
